What Skills Will I Learn with My Dog?
B.A. skills include wait at the door, come and leashing up manners, loose leash walking and attention, meet and 
greet, leave it, wait for the food bowl, stay, and settle.
M.A. skills include wait in the car, pass by other dogs, wait at the door, come and leashing up manners, sit/down/
stand, handling, loose leash walking and leave it, and stay.
Ph.D. skills include loose leash walking, back up, stay, come and leashing up manners, meet and greet, attention, 
table manners, and sit.
